For Chapters it is time to be voting for new national board members, determining new chapter officers for the 2009-2010 year, completing 2008 annual reports and planning to attend Congress. CAT has a breakout session on Wednesday, May 20 th from 11:00 - 12:00 #515 "Unite NAON Members Start a Chapter." See you there! 

As a professional I challenge you to participate in the NAON elections for the national board members. You do have a voice! NAON is YOUR organization, working for you and to the benefit of our clients in legislation, charity, education, research, and networking. 

It is also time to gather your 2008 Chapter information and prepare the annual reports. The annual reports have to be received by the NAON office by April 1, 2009 . You are able to access these reports now on the NAON website. Visit www.orthonurse.org and sign in. Click on the "Chapters" tab. On the left hand column you will then click on "Annual Reports." All the information required for NAON annual reports is listed here. The "Annual Reports How To Sheet" walks you through the steps. The forms to be completed include: 

•  2009-2010 Officer Roster (Word document) 

•  Overall Report 2008 (Word document) 

•  Financial Report (Excel document) 

The reports are to be submitted via email. To receive reimbursement from NAON you must submit all of the required reports listed above. It is recommended one person from the chapter submit all reports at once to avoid confusion. Utilize the checklist within the Overall Report to confirm all reports are completed. Forms received after April1, 2009 will not be eligible for reimbursement ($6.00 per 2008 chapter member) even if all other requirements are met. Even if you do not expect reimbursement the 2008 annual report is to be submitted. 

What is NOT listed on the web site is the tax form required for the Internal Revenue Service. For this you must access the Internal Revenue web site. Search for 990 EZ Postcard. This is what needs to be completed and submitted to the IRS . 

Submit the 2008 annual report in its entirety to the NAON office at lquinze@smithbucklin.com and cc the report to your CAT representative. Copying the report to your CAT representative confirms dates sent and your CAT representative then utilizes the information for their own reports to the board. 

I thank you in advance for your compliance in submitting your annual board reports.

IRS Reporting in 2009

Reminder: Due to changes in the IRS reporting requirements for 2009 for activity in 2008, all tax-exempt organizations are required to complete Form 990. Though the Form 990 is not included here, completing both tabs of the Financial Report will provide all the data you will need to complete the 990. All Chapters must complete this form in order to maintain tax-exempt status. No Chapter will be covered under a NAON group exemption.
