Two additional Smart Cards are available for purchase on the NAON web site: Pressure Ulcers and Fat Embolism Syndrome (FES) . The Pressure Ulcers card focuses on the definition, risk factors, causation, complications, assessment, prevention techniques, and treatment of pressure ulcers, along with associated graphics that are displayed on the NAON Web site. The FES Card reviews the definition, incidence, pathophysiology, risk factors, exam, diagnostics, treatment and prevention of FES . 

Each card can be ordered individually ($12 for members) or as a package ($20 for members). 

Effective CE Presentation Documentation 
The provider for a CE event is the host chapter or organization. 

Selecting target audience members means that a representative from each selected category needs to be part of the planning committee. For example, if "LPNs/LVNs" are an intended audience member, an LPN or LVN needs to be planning committee member. 

All noted planning committee members and presenters need to have a Vested Interest/Off-Label Use Form signed within one year of the planned CE event. 

Q&A should be listed on the Education Documentation Form if Q&A is listed as a teaching strategy. 

Commercial support should be acknowledged in printed material and brochures (including marketing flyers) if educational funds are obtained from a sponsor. It is best to consider sponsored dinner as educational support on the Commercial Support Form. 

As noted in NAON's Guidelines for Continuing Education Development and Approval, "No educational activity can state that NAON will be approving the contact hours prior to the actual approval of contact hours from NAON. The approver unit strongly recommends that flyers do not advertise that the activity has been submitted to NAON for contact hours, because the approval is not guaranteed and participants may feel misled if NAON contact hours are not obtained. In addition, prior to the approval by NAON, the NAON logo cannot be used on any publicity." 

ANCC no longer refers to "CEUs", but rather "contact hours". One contact hour = 60 minutes of presentation. 

The following boxes are updates to the application form: record keeping agreement, desire for e-mailed NAON certificates, and downloadable NAON Evaluation Form. The updates will also only allow an application submission if it is more than 42 days from the date of the application.

All forms are due to the National Office (lquinze@smithbucklin.com) and your CAT Representative no later than April 1, 2009. Forms recieved after this date will not be eligible for reimbursement, even if all other requirements are met. 

IRS Reporting in 2009

Reminder: Due to changes in the IRS reporting requirements for 2008 for activity in 2007, all tax-exempt organizations are required to complete Form 990. Though the Form 990 is not included here, completing both tabs of the Financial Report will provide all the data you will need to complete the 990. All Chapters must complete this form in order to maintain tax-exempt status. No Chapter will be covered under a NAON group exemption.
