General Poster Information:
 

The 31st Annual Congress of the National Association of Orthopaedic Nurses is being held May 14-18, 2011 in Baltimore, MD.  Poster judging will be Sunday, May 15, 2011 from 2:00-3:45 p.m.  The interactive Poster Session will take place on Monday, May 16, 2011, from 9:15am – 12:45pm. 
Once again we are offering continuing education credit for poster sessions.  It is expected that you stay with your poster during the above scheduled session for informal dialogue with those viewing the posters.  NAON follows the continuing education requirements of the American Nurses Credentialing Center’s Commission on Accreditation (ANCC-COA).  For that reason, you may see revisions made to objectives of your presentation.  The following points may assist in understanding the need for these revisions.

 

Objectives
· an objective is a statement that describes a learner-oriented outcome that is the result of participating in the educational activity

· an objective must identify a measurable action

· an objective specifies one action or outcome

· non-measurable:  "Understand the meaning of arthroplasty" or "Become familiar with the principles of arthroplasty" 

· measurable:  "Define arthroplasty" or "Explain the principles of arthroplasty"

· an abbreviation, acronym, or initials have to be identified at least once for the sake of peer review

· a few examples of acceptable objective verbs include:  define, describe, identify, list, name, recognize, state, interpret, employ, illustrate, analyze, compare, contrast, differentiate, discuss, examine, explain, outline, construct, develop, formulate, assess, evaluate, and review

 

We also ask that you visit the NAON web site to complete the poster acceptance form, biographical data form (BDF), Commercial Interest form and FDA form. All poster presenters are required to fill out the BDF and Commercial Interest forms. Please send all these forms to NAON National Office by November 15, 2010.  

All poster exhibits will be displayed on 4' x 8' corkboards and are to be ready for opening on Sunday, May 15 by 1:30 pm.  Posters are to remain intact until the close of the exhibition on Tuesday, May 17 at 1:30 pm.  The Exhibit Hall will be secured during closed hours, however please note that NAON, SmithBucklin, nor the Baltimore Convention Center will be responsible for loss or damage due to any cause.  It is expected that you bring whatever supplies you need to display your poster (thumb tacks, tape, etc.).

You may set up your poster exhibit on Sunday, May 15, 2011, between 8:00 am - 1:30 pm.  An Exhibit Hall set up pass will be provided in your Onsite Congress registration packet, which can be picked up at the Information Booth.
