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Orthopaedic Nursing Review Course Presenter Agreement
This agreement made by and between the NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF ORTHOPAEDIC NURSES, a non-profit corporation (hereinafter “NAON”), with principal offices at 330 N. Wabash Ave, Chicago, Illinois 60611 and, ________________________ (hereinafter “Presenter”).

Background

NAON is interested in contracting with Presenter to serve in the capacity of Presenter for instructing the NAON Orthopaedic Nursing Review Course.  

The parties herein wish to enter into a contract subject to the terms and conditions herein.

Terms and Conditions

1. Presenter shall be a current NAON member and hold the ONC® credential. Presenters with advanced orthopaedic certification (ONP-C or OCNS-C) may present without having an ONC certification.
2. Presenter shall be retained as the Presenter for the NAON Orthopaedic Nursing Review Course and shall serve in such position from January 1, 2022 to December 31, 2023.

3. If Presenter is or has been involved with ONCB® initiatives over the past 24 months, the Presenter must obtain a clearance letter from ONCB® in order to become a NAON Orthopaedic Nursing Review Course instructor.  If Presenter plans to become involved with ONCB® in any way, Presenter must first discuss this with the NAON Director of Education.

4. Presenter shall be available to instruct at least one course per year in addition to one that may be instructed at his/her own employing facility (= a minimum of 2 courses per year).

5. Presenter will be listed in the online Presenter’s Bureau with an updated biography.

6. For services provided by Presenter, NAON shall pay the gross amount of $750 plus travel expenses to the presenter for a one-day course or one course spread over two days, and $1,500 plus travel expenses to the presenter for two courses spread over two days.

7. Presenter will submit a receipt of all expenses incurred while traveling for the course within 30 days of the completion of the course. If expenses are to exceed $500, presenter must first obtain permission from NAON National Office. Alcohol will not be reimbursed.

8. If presenter travels by car to the facility, reimbursement is determined by the current IRS business mileage rate (As of 06/09/2022 the Internal Revenue Service has declared the mileage rate to be 62.5  cents per mile).

9. If the facility is unable to book accommodations for the presenter, the presenter will be able to book their own accommodations and submit this expense for reimbursement.

10. Presenter must confirm dates and times with the course host before booking their flight. After date and time confirmation, presenter must book flight immediately. NAON will not reimburse for canceled or changed flights.
11. Presenter shall not participate in any activity, directly or indirectly, that would be in conflict or competition with the NAON Orthopaedic Nursing Review Course as determined by the Executive Board of NAON. 

12. NAON is the sole owner of the content of the NAON Orthopaedic Nursing Review Course.  Only confirmed NAON presenters can instruct the course via arrangements through the NAON National Office.   

13. Presenters shall be designated by the NAON Director of Education.

14. Presenter must use the course slide show, presenter notes, and syllabus provided to them by NAON and covers all topics listed in the slide show. 

15. Presenter shall not provide an electronic or CD copy of the actual slide show to anyone that is not an approved presenter for the course.

16. Presenter shall not copy or distribute copies of the syllabi to anyone.

17. Should the appointed Presenter be neglectful of NAON, or perform in a manner unsatisfactory to the Executive Board of NAON, NAON may terminate this agreement upon thirty (30) days written notice by certified mail to such Presenter.
18. NAON will proceed with hosting in-person NAON Orthopaedic Nursing Review Courses unless we receive cancellations from host facilities. Instructor assumes all risk of facilitating in-person Orthopaedic Nursing Review Courses. NAON is not responsible for any and all claims, actions, liabilities, damages, losses, or expenses for bodily injury or personal injury (including death).
